	Large mounted guns, such as cannons and mortars, used for bombardment and to cover the advance of the infantry

	States’ Right
	
	The Belief that each state had the right to determine whether or not to obey the law of the United States with which they did not agree. The term also refers to the Southern idea that states had the right to secede from Union freely because that had joined it freely

	Unionist
	
	Someone who lived in the South but supported the North during the Civil War. 


	Union
	
	The term applied to the North during the Civil War; also called the US and the United States.

	Yankee
	
	The nickname given to a resident of or soldier for the Union

	Rebel
	
	The nickname given to a resident of or soldier of the South; also called    “Johnny Reb”

	Blue
	
	The color of the uniforms of the Union soldiers

	Gray 
	
	The color of the uniforms of Confederate officers and some infantrymen.

	The Capital of the United States.

	Richmond, VA
	
	The Capital of the Confederacy.

	Abraham Lincoln
	
	The President of the United States (North) during the Civil War.

	Jefferson Davis
	
	The President of the Confederacy during the Civil War

	Cavalry
	
	Soldiers on horseback.

	Ulysses S. Grant
	
	The most important commanding general for the for the Union Army; accepted the surrender of the Confederate commander, Robert E. Lee

	Robert E. Lee
	
	The most important commanding general for the for the Confederate Army; his surrender to Grant effectively ended the Civil War

	Ft. Sumter, SC
	
	Attacked by Confederate (Southern) forces on April 12, 1861, to begin the Civil War.

	Appomattox Courthouse, VA
	
	The place where Lee surrendered to Grant on April 9, 1865 to end the Civil War

	Anaconda Plan
	
	The Union plan winning war; so named because it was to “strangle” the South economically and militarily.

	Vicksburg, MS & Gettysburg, PA
	
	Two of most important battles of the Civil War; both battles marked turning point in the war

	Emancipation Proclamation 
	
	A Document which “freed” the slaves in the states of the Confederacy.
